Recitals

1.
     The organisation is an organisation which provides or has provided care for children and/or young people and which wishes to participate in the National Redress Scheme for people who have experienced institutional child sexual abuse (“the Redress Scheme”).

2.
The Association is prepared to act as a representative of the organisation for the purposes of participating in the Redress Scheme.

3.
Under s.141 of the National Redress Scheme for Institutional Child Sexual Abuse Act 2018 (“the Act”), the Association will be jointly and severally liable with the organisation for the ‘funding contribution” as defined in the Act arising out of abuse for which the organisation is deemed to be responsible.

4.
In the event that payment of its obligations is late in any given quarter, the Association will be liable for a late payment fee as prescribed in the Act.

5.
As a condition of representing the organisation, the Association require the organisation to indemnify it for all costs that it may incur as a consequence of having to pay:

a) The funding contribution assessed as payable under the Redress Scheme, and 

b) Any late payment resulting from a failure of the organisation to pay the funding contribution required under the Scheme in a timely manner.

Operative terms

1. The organisation warrants that it has made sufficient diligent enquiries such that it truly believes it has disclosed to the Association all potential liabilities under the Redress Scheme, that is, all known or suspected issues of child sexual abuse by persons associated with the organisation in its history. 

2. The organisation further warrants that it has the financial capacity to fund its liability under the Redress Scheme for:

· its required monetary redress payment

· the counselling and psychological component of redress

· an administration charge equivalent to 7.5% of its monetary redress payment

· its $1,000 contribution towards funding legal supports.

3. The organisation agrees to pay to the Association such sum as it is notified that it will need to pay as a funding contribution within the meaning of the Act for a person seeking redress, within 14 days of receiving that notification.

4. In the event that the funding contribution is not paid within 14 days, and the Association incurs a late payment fee in respect of that funding contribution, the organisation shall reimburse the Association for the late payment fee, or such portion thereof as is attributable to the organisation’s default.

5. The organisation agrees to indemnify the Association, and to keep it indemnified, for all funding contributions or other costs for which the Association becomes liable in respect of a person who seeks redress under the Redress Scheme and for whom the organisation is deemed to have responsibility.  

6. Each of the parties will nominate a contact person responsible for all communications between them and they further warrant to each other that they will do everything in their power to process all administrative matters in connection with any claim with due expedition.
